
Hill II BAD CONDITION
Heavy Damage Reported in the West 
- Owing to Lack of Storage Facilities

A  despatch  from  W in n ipeg  s a y s : 
W et grain  in th e  west is declared  
to  be a serious feature ju st now. 
H u ndreds o f thousands o f  bushels 
have been ex p osed  to  the weather 
a ll th e  w inter for w ant o f storage 
facilities . A t V erig in , Sask., in one 
p ile , is 500,000 bushels covered  with 
enow . This belongs to  the D ouk- 
'hobors. “ I t  is n ot a qu estion ,”  
eaid a grain  man on W ednesday, 
|‘o f  the ruin o f  an individual. It 
is  a question  o f  the ruin o f whole 
d istricts. W e are on  the verge o f 
the w orst calam ity which has ever 
h appened in w estern C anada. From  
fifteen  to  tw enty per cent, o f  the 
cars o f  grain  which have com e into 
W in n ipeg  have been w et, dam p or 
tou gh . The same proportion  o f  the 
gra in  in the western cou n try  still 
undelivered m ust be in a simlar 
con d ition . A  few  days o f wet w ea­
ther w ould destroy  the value of 
every  bushel o f  th is gra in . T o ­
day  I  heard o f  one e levator with
25,000 bushels which had already 
a ll gone  bad. The same thing may

happen in a  m onth to  10,000,000 
bushels o f  wheat, and to  sim ilar 
quantities o f  flax, oats and b a rley .”  

ST O R IN G  G R A IN  IN  B O A T S.
To alleviate grain  congestion  at 

the head o f the lakes, it  was learned 
at W innipeg on Thursday from  re­
liable authority  th at ice three feet 
thick is being  chopped  o u t o f  e le ­
vator approaches at F o rt W illiam  
and that boats are being run up to 
the e lev a tor  spouts and loaded at 
an added cost o f  $2,000 per vessel. 
T here are forty  vessels in the bay, 
and it is estim ated that they will 
hold  approxim ately  fou r m illion 
bushels o f grain. G rain  is, how ­
ever, com ing in too  heavily and it 
w ill be spring before  congestion  
abates to any n oticeab le  extent. 
R eplying  to  m orn ing stories to  the 
e ffect that 13,000,000 bushels o f  
wheat- lay in western Canada at 
the present tim e, W . B . Lanigan, 
assistant traffic m anager o f the 
Canadian P acific R ailw ay, said that 
he d id  not believe there was such 
a  quantity.

K in g  G eorge an d  Queen M ary a r ­
rived at P ortsm outh  on  Sunday, 14 
hours ahead o f schedule tim e, on 
their return from  the trip  to  D e l­
hi, where his M ajesty was crow ned 
as E m peror o f India . The steam er 
yacht M edina, with the R oyal party 
on  board , arrived a t Spithead at 
10 o ’ c lock  in the m orning in a  
blinding snow storm . I t  was known 
that the steam ship w ould be  in 
ahead o f time, bu t she was n ot e x ­
pected  before  the evening and there 
was no salute from  the shore ba t­
teries, which were unprepared for  
her. Q ueen-M other A lexan dra  and 
oth er m em bers o f  the R oyal fam ily 
w ent to Portsm outh  in the evening, 
to  m eet the K ing and Queen.

TRAGEDY AT NIAGARA. 

Three People Drowned When Ice 
Bridge Gave Way/

A despatch  from  N ’ agara Falls, 
O nt., says : The lives of one woman 
and tw o men who had ventured to 
cross the river on  Sunday, on 
the ice bridge were lost in the tu ­
m ult of w aters in the W h irlpool R a ­
pids, two m iles below  the falls, to  
which poin t they had d rifted  on  the 
ice .

HOSTLER BURNED ALIVE. 

Clothes Caught Fire While Alone 
in Stratford Hotel Stables.

A  despatch  from  Startford  says: 
In a small fire of m ysterious orig in  
at the City H otel stables on  Thurs­
day aftern oon , R o b e rt M cEwen, 
one o f  the hostlers, lost his life . /T n  
some m anner his cloth es caught 
fire while he was alone in the barn , 
through which he ran, blazing from 
head to foot, to fall in to the arms o f  
his father, who had just com e out 
of the hotel, and succum b. D e ­
ceased, who was forty-five years o f 
age and of splendid physique, was 
burned alm ost to  a crisp . The 
stable was very little  dam aged, and 
the horses, seventeen in num ber, 
w ere all gotten  ou t safely.

A FLEET OF DESTROYERS. 

British Admiralty Issues a Signifi­
cant Call.

A  despatch  from  L ondon  s a y s : 
An unexpected call has been made 
on Thursday on all the sh ipbuild­
ers on the list o f construction  for 
the British navy .to send in tenders 
for a new fleet o f  torp ed o-b oa t d e ­
stroyers o f  the m ost up-to-date 
type. Each o f the firms has been 
invited to  tender fo r  three boats. 
N o provision  for the construction  
of these c ra ft  was m ade in this 
y ea r ’ s naval estim ates, bu t prom ­
inent naval men have for a long 
time com plained o f  the lack in the 
British navy o f  fast sea -going  to r ­
p edo-b oat destroyers capable*, o f 
cop in g  with m odern cruisers.

F our shocks w ere 
fe lt  at C ordova , the first and m ost 
severe com ing at 11.12 o ’c lock , in 
the m orning. Three lighter shocks 
fo llow ed  a t intervals o f about an 
hour.

volver at the heads o f th irty men 
and women seated at the tables. 
The band it had apparently  awaited 
his opportu n ity , which cam e when 
the cashier was ca lled  to  the te le ­
phone. H e dashed through the 
fron t d o o r , m ade his haul in a few 
mom ents and disappeared .

This w ill be 
unique in the h istory  o f taxation , 
for  no o th er  P rovin ce  or  State has 
yet attem pted it.
