As a resulf a water main
was constructed in the township as a
local improvement on the properties
benefitting. A meter wag installed
at the village limits and the apree-
ment was that the township would pay
for all water going through the said
meter. The village agreed to collect
the accounts of all township users the
same as those in the village and Mark-
ham would in turn be credited with
the receipts thus obtained and billed
vearly for the water passing through
the main meter,

It was a perfectly good idea to have
the water gervice available to the peo-
ple of this area, a good agreement was
drawn up and everything was fine
BUT, there came a leak in the water
main. The leak was there for some
time, in fact long enough according to
the reading of the meter to allow
some three million gallons of water
to esecape and this at 15 cents per one
thousand gallons amounted to a loss
to the township of $389.39 during the
five years. It is no wonder the
Markham township councillors feel
