Mothers with new infants and
voungsters up to school age are
invited by the visiting Public
Health Nurse to attend. There
is always a reminder announce-
ment each month published in
vour local paper.

These centres are staffed by a
Doctor, public health nurses, and
volunteer workers {rom your
sponsoring group. The doctor
conducts an immunization prog-
ram, beginning with the infant
at three months of age, which in-
clude inoculations for Diphther-
ia, Whooping Cough, Lockjaw
(Tetanus! and vaccination against
Smallpox. The public health
nurses conference the mothers
with problems varying from the
every day care of the infant, to
training the development during
the early years. The volunteer
workers assist with records and
with weighing the babies.
