A good flame proofing solution for fabrics
and garments is made by mixing 9 ounces
of horax and 4 ounces of boric acid in a
gallon of water,

Remove all wrappings and waste paper once
the Christmas parcels have been opened.

Tovs requiring alcohol, kerosene or gaso-
line to generate power are dangerous and
should be avoided.
