|of the law. A number of judges
thave held that if there iz an

jelement of skill and Knowledge
[involved then the draw is not

illegal, Thus, if a person is
selected by chance, but must to
'win a prize answer a question
of skill, the draw may very well
be legal and not contrary to the
|Criminal Code.

Other judges have said this
is noft so, and that “absurdiv
(simple questions” requiring lit-
'tle skill would not change the
nature of the lottery. With the
'judges of Canada divided on the
1ssue. there 18 no wonder that a
problem exists.
ONE RECOMMENDATION

herefore, one recommenda-
tion which 1 would like to make
i1s that a service club take a tes!
case to court to see just whal
the law is. If by asking a ques-
tion of skill the draw can be
lezal, then the service clubs
should be able to go ahead and
sponsol their draws.

Bul that does not =olve Lhe
problem completely. York

| County Council hit the nail on

the head when
| motion recently. They said that
| “aceredited service clubs per-
form a useful function in fund
raising for a variety of com-
'munity and charitable pur
'['.ifl'f-il',"*;" and that their methods
are “‘enthusiastically quppm'tnt{
by the general publie."”

'UNANIMOUS VOTE

Because of this, the York
County Council unanimously
passed a resolution requesting
that the federal government
lamend the Criminal Code in
irespect of fund raising by ac-
‘eredited service clubs.

The action of county council
was responsible and forthright.
''There is no doubt that many
|people in Canada and in our
own community DO NOT feel
that draws or lotteries should
be legal. Nevertheless, there
\was a recent amendment to the
Criminal Code so that agricul-
tural fairs could legally sponsor
'games of chance. This is a spe-
cial exemption for agricultural
fairs, just as there ix a special
exemption for hetting at race
tracks.

'MANY BILLS

I agree with the opinion of
county council that accredited
service clubs perform a valu-
‘able service with their draws,

they passed a

'an exemption under the Crim-
There have been
'bills before Parliament, even in
this session, on this question.

' Recently there were many
'bills concerning Interest rates
and consumer credit; the gov-
‘ernment therefore set up a joink
|committee of the House and
| Senate on consumer credit to
'hold hearings, to discover law
land opinion, so that the com-
mittee could make & recommen-
dation for changes in the law
|to Parliament.

I believe that the government
should appoint a special com-
mittee of Parliament to con-
sider all the bills which hava
come before us: those on sweep-
stakes for hnapitiﬂs, lotteries
and bingos for service clubs and
religious organizations, provin-
'rial lotteries for those desiring
== them. All of these have been
| the subject of recent bills.

I will seek the support of
'members of the government to
Eﬁtabllﬁh this committee and I
'shall strive to see that justice
lie done for the service clubs of
Canada

FEDERALJRDWNEIAL

CONFERENCE _
| At the federal provincial
|conference which begins on
| November 25, it is understood
'that the whole question of
provincial lotteries will be dis-
'eussed. According to informants
here the federal nnvernmeni
has no interest in state lutterlgs
'and has no intention iIn
'moving for charges in the Crim-
inal Code on its own account.
| Anv decision will be dependent
'on the interest which the pro-
| vinees display in the idea. What
| might be the result, is that, if
the provinces wish to legalize
lotteries the Criminal Code
could be amended to allow
them in the province where
'they would become legal if they
met with the approval of the
'provincial attorney  general.
Quebeec and British Columbia
are rumoured 1o support this
' proposal, and it 1is reported
that Premier Robaris of Ontario
also favours changes in the
' sections of the code which now
hane raffles and bingos as well
3z the larger sweepstakes and
state lotteries.
