Feb. 28 Is Deadline

Sale of the little red stick-
ers whieh will show that
your motor vehicle license
has been renewed for 19874
was very Slow until the last
few days last week, local
License Issuer Willlam Neal
told "“The Liberal”. “In other
yvears we were very conscious
of the conspicous piles of
license plates still on hand,
but these little stlckers are
not so evident,” he said.
“It's only natural for people
to delay purchasing their
licenses, I think. They decide
to buy sﬂmethmg else out of
this pay and wait for another
pay to buy their car licenses
as close to the deadline as
possible."”

So that the llneups expec-
ted at the end of this month
(February 28 is the deadline)
the pgovernment is making
those car Insurance forms
you're required to fill out
available at all liquor stores.
You can pick up the form
there, have it filled out and
take a minimum of time get-
ting your little red stickers.

The government has warn-
ed that lcense plates must
be clean and dry before the
sticker is applied — all
traces of oily road film must
be removed. It this is done,
the sticker should adhere
closely and remain forever.

But in the event it be-
comes detached and is lost,
you will be able to get a
replacement sticker for $2.

Two
of he 30 galleries at the Me-
Mithael Canadian Collection
in Kleinburg have been given
owr to exhibits of carvings
fom blackstone, soapstone
aid whalebone, telling of the
lgends and animals of the
fretie. Sealskin and stone
wrints provide a glimpse into
he Eskimo's mythological
ind spiritual world, inhabited
oy demons, spirits and unus-
ual Arctic creatures.

The gallery houses some
900 works, featuring land-
scape paintings by the Group
of Seven and their contemp-
oraries as well as pioneer
furniture and artifacts and
an increasing number ' of
works produced by the Eski-
mos and Indians of Canada.

A small selection of fine
Eskimo prints and carved
pieces are available for sale
in the gallery shop, along
with reproductions of many
paintings in the collection,
Canadian books and gift
items.

The rambling log and stone
complex which houses the
galleries is set in a wooded
park, and its wood-panelled
dining room where lunch and
afternoon tea are served
overlooks a view of the sur-
rounding countryside,

The gallery is open every
day from 12 noon to 5:30 pm
and there is no charge for
admission or parking.
