Board Not Moving

As of March 1, the York

This was ex-
plained to the board at its
February 5 meeting by Su-
perintendent John Zupaneic.

THORNHILL BOILER

Business Administrator
Percy Laframbolse reported
that it had been decided to
replace the damaged boller
at St. Luke's School in
Thornhill and recommended
accepting a tender of $6,050
from Richmond Burners,
Richmond Hill.
