Whitchurch
garbage
problem

Late last year the Town of
Whitchurch-Stouffville
passed an anti-dumping
bylaw in an effort to close
the controversial York
Sanitation Limited landfill
site on Highway 48. It takes
effect April 1.

The town maintains
dumping operations on the
York Sanitation site are
endangering area walter
supplies.

York Sanitation has ap-
plied to the Ontario
Environmental Hearing
Board for permission to
expand the Highway 48 site.
The hearing began last fall
and will resume March 4.

Meanwhile the town has
called for tenders for gar-
bage pickup and disposal
and has been located for
another dump site.

Tests are underway on
about 50 acres the town may
buy for a municipal dump
and so far they have been
quite favorable, Mayor
Gordon Ratceliff reports.

The property would need a
provisional certificate as a
dump from the ministry of
lhe environment and that
certificate may not be
available by April 1, he said.

“We'll be able to get rid of
our garbage," he assured
residents. ““You don’t have
to worry,’
