Usually the doll makers
become totally addicted,
said Mrs. Kalz and don't
usually just make one
doll.

Many enjoy the pain-
ting of the doll faces best
and Mrs. Katz describes
it as just like putting on
your own make-up.

“If you don't like the
effect, just take it off and
put it on again,” she said.

Color plates of antique
dolls are provided for
students to copy if they
wish, but Mrs. Katz said
she tries to encourage
people to create their own
personalities — "'to ex-
press themselves''.
