Richmond Hill's 1928
council members had
barely got the year's
| business underway when
| they were faced with a
| couple of problems
The first occurred when

IWilliam Davies, mer-
chant, refused re-
appointment to the

village's board of health.

He claimed the board
was inactive, charging
ithat the statutes called
'for four meetings to be
held each year but that
during 1927 not one
meeting had |been held
and that the board had
failed to report to council
for several years.

Mr. Davies had been a

member of the board for
WO vears

J. P, Wilson, medical
officer of health replied to
Mr. Davies’ charges in an
open letter which ap-
peared in the January 26
issue of The Liberal.

He pointed out that
during 1927 the board had
held FIVE meetings in
the secretary's office,
that it had appointed a
veterinary to inspect
dairy herds and premises
on a regular and frequent
basis, enforced
quarantine regulations,
sent samples of village
water from both
municipal and private
wells for analysis, sent
samples of milk for
testing, consulted with
the province as to im-
proving the municipal
water, licensed and in-
spected baby boarding
houses, prepared and
presented the annual
report and vaccinated
school children.

George Gee was named
by council to replace
Daview on the board of

health on February 9.
But at that same
council meeting, Coun-

cillor J. R. Herrington,
who had been elected for
his third year at the
beginning of the year,
tendered his resignation
since he had been ap-
pointed clerk of the Third
Division Court for the
County of York, a com-
pulsory action.

Nominations to fill the
vacancy were held
February 13" and both
Albert Chapman and J. A.
GGreen qualified as can-
didates. Chapman was
the lucky one a week later
when not quite 50 per cent
of the eligibile voters
turned out on a day of
“severe weather''. This
was his third attempt at a
seat on council.

He joined Reeve Jacob
Lunau, and Councillors
James McLean, David
Hill and G. H. Sloan in
looking after the village's
business in 1928.
