Apples, the hit of the season

By SHEILA PECK
Got the crunchy —
munchies? Well, it is time
to bite into a big, juicy,
crisp apple and savour
the delicious taste of its
tartness and sweetness.
Shine one to perfection,
grasp it in your hand,
open your mouth and bite,

bite, bite. Great, eh?
One of the best family
outings at this time of the
year, is to head for a
“‘pick-your-own apple
orchard”’ and enjoy the
pleasures of the outdoors,
filling a bag or more from

a tempting tree laden
with apples.
For years, I centered

Fall birthday parties on
picking apples and was
utterly amazed at the
pleasure the children had
from picking their own.

As a matter of fact,
many had never picked
an apple before.

Last week, 1 headed to
the Chudleigh Apple
Orchard in Milton and not
only came home with two
bags full, but, Carol
Chudleigh’'s favorite
recipes which she offered
to share with you.

Carol Chudleigh makes
her pastry with lard,
saying the recipe can be
found on the box.

For the following recipe
of Deep Dish Apple Pie,
the filling may be
prepared in advance,
stored in a container and
used when required.
Great for the working
person who can simply fill
a baked pie shell, heat
and top with whipped
cream.

DEEP DISH
APPLE PIE
Individual baked pie

shells

3 tablespoons cornstarch
1'2 cups sugar

2 cups water

8-10 sliced apples

2 tablespoons butter

1 tablespoon lemon

Mix the cornstarch and
sugar together and slowly
add the water. Cook until
thickened. Peel and core
the apples and slice
thinly. Poach the apples
in the cornstarch mixture
until tender. Remove the
apples from the liquid and
place in a container,
Spread the butter on top
and drizzle the Ilemon
juice over, Store until
ready to use.

CINNAMON
TOPPING
1 cup white sugar
1 tablespoon cornstarck
1 tablespoon cinnamor
1 cup water

Mix together sugar
cornstarch and cin
namon. Slowly add water
and cook until thickened
Assembling: Place the
