Both chemicals pose possible hazards. Formic
acid, if exposed to sunlight and oxygen, can
become extremely volatile. Ether, used com-
monly as a dental anaesthetic, can also become
unstable if stored improperly. |

a case of dynamite, according to York Regional

Morrison.

He plans to turn two bottles over to police
disposal. The third container of acid will

The acid. like ether is used only occasionally in

biology experiments.

The school owns two small cnntainers: of ether,
One will be destroyed, the other retained, Mr.

McLean said.

““I frankly don't think there’s any problem in

using (the chemicals),™

Mr. McLean said. As

long as they are used properly their danger is

minimal, he emphasized.

Common household items like bleach can be
just as dangerous as highly volatile chemicals,

he said.
