What would suddenly make a neutered six-year-old male cat begin
urinating on beds, papers, or anything that is left on the floor?

Inappropriate urination in areas of the house may be related to
urinary tract infection or disease of a behavioral problem. Feline
Urological Syndrome is a common disturbance of the urinary tract of
cats characterized by one or more signs including increased
frequency of urination, in complete or complete obstruction, or blood
in the urine. There appears to be a seasonal incidence occurring more
in the winter months and at a peakage of four to six years. It is more
common in castrated males, heavy and lazy cats. There appears to be
a correlation with feeding dry cat food and low fluid intake. If this
condition is suspected, it is best to see your veterinarian for advice and
treatment, which may imvolve surgery if serious.

As a behavioral problem, the cat may have developed an aversion to
the litter box or an attraction to another area. Infrequent cleaning of
the litter box may be attractive to the cat because of odor. His
particular behavior can be expanded into a lengthy discussions. It
would be best to observe the animal for any abnormal behavior and
seek professional advice if the problem continues.
