1/2 cup milk  
1/2 tsp vanilla  
Prepare above ingredients as directed. 
Combine 1 cup dream whip with 1 pkg instant vanilla pud-
ding, 2/3 cup milk, 1 cup canned pumpkin, 3/4 tsp pumpkin 
pie spice. Beat slowly with egg beater until well mixed.
