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as well which could benefit 
Six Nations." 

.One of these ideas in­
volves the Nanticoke plant 
where two huge'60 ton bio- · 
mass burners are being tested 
to create electrical_ energy. 

He explains that biomass 
is a co~pound using wood, 
hay, grass, and anything else 
biological that burns and 
pressing it into bricks. Ac­
cording to Montour it burns 
cleaner than coal and is much 
easier to prQduce. 

"This could be beneficial 
to Six Nations," says Mon­
tour. "We've got a lot of un­
dergrowth and dead trees and 
-stuff around here that can be · 
harvested out and made ipto 
biomass." 

Another issue concerns the 
Middleport Bridge which was 
recently declared unsafe. The 
s~utting down of that bridge 
has stranded a Six Nations 
family who live on the other 
side. Talks have begun to ei­
ther have the bridge fixed or 
rebuilt. 

. "The County was in­
formed that the location 
planned for their new twin­
pad arena is on the Johnson 
Tract,'; said Chief Montour. 
"Possible concessions in ice 
rental or other benefits to Six 
Nations users is also being 
discussed." 

But one of the most in­
teresting proposals open to 
dis~ussion was brought forth 
by Councillor Ray Mara-
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de who suggested a second 
bridge·over the river to Six 
Nations, possibly at the end 
of Mohawk Road. 

"I was pleasantly pleased · 
that Mayor Eddy seemed 
warm to the idea," said Mon­
tour. "He said a second bridge 
might reduce the amount of 
truck traffic 6n Highway 
#54." 

These are all points of dis­
cussion only _at this pmnt, but 
Montour is pleased that these 
open informal talks are hap­
pening again:and would ~ike · 
to see them expanded to in- -

. elude Haldimand and Brant­
ford, 

The County and this pres.­
ent council has had fruitful 
-discussions already which 
have resulted in the repaving 
of Highway #54 and the traf­
fic lights at the Chiefswood 
Road intersection of High-

way:#54. 
"I don't -think we have 

had these kind of talks with 
the county ~ince 1991," said 
Montour who served as chief 
then as well. "They were 
called Tri-council meetings 
then and included Brant­
ford." 

There were also meetings 
since then whic.h were called 
BRICK meetings which have 
gone by the wayside in recent 
times. 

"What we are doing _here 
now . is restoring relation­
ships,'' says Montour. 

Provincial Aporiginal Af­
fairs Minister Brad Duguid 
was in the area for informal 
talks with Haldimand May­
or Marie Trainer, Brantford, 
Brant, and Six Nations. 

Montour describes those 
meetings as purely social in 
nature.
