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If you want to keep your affairs to
yourself, well, don’t advertise.

But if you are ready to “tell the
world,” if you are not afraid to
“holler to the universe,” advertising
is the proper method.

If you have a business worth talking
about and something worth while in
the line of service and merchandise,
then let the people in on it. In a
word, Advertise!

Advertising is a recognized guarantee
of good faith, a sign that you believe
you have something worth while to
offer. The business that cannot
afford to advertise is not the kind
that appeals to the public. The

people want to know. Tell them.
