that isn’t suitable to leave
about.”

Research show that children
between the ages of one and
four are the most likely to have
an accident at home. The most
recent data from Statistics
Canada (1987) shows that
about half of the cases of poi-
soning reported occurred in
children under five.

Some chemical products
have been available for many
years in containers that are
tamper proof and won'’t spill or
leak. The sealed aerosol can is
one example. This type of con-
tainer dispenses a small
amount of product making it
difficult to ingest a harmful
quantity. And parents can now
use aerosols without concern
since the industry has removed
ozone-damaging chlorofluoro-
carbon propellants from all
consumer aerosol products.
