Its tome of address to strangers
and orphang, and widows, to the poor, the
sick, the neglected, the persecated, or those
who are ill-used, or unjustly accused by
others, is wonderfully tonching and sym-
pathetic ; and at the same time it gives the
most satisfactory reasons why such persons
should not yield to despondency, far less to
despair, but should cherish the certain hope
that deliverance will come, that joy is be-
fore them, and that all will yet be well.
It does mnot deal in suppositions, o1 con-
tingency, or hold out doubtful possibilities
which under no circumstance can be of
much value as an alleviating power in af-
fliction ; but verifies its gentle pictures of
bright and beantiful days by illustrative
examples, and by the citation of actual
fucts bearing fully on the nature of the case
in hand. The book is certainly profoundly
philosophical, more so than any ever pro-
duced by the mighty masters of thonght
when Greece was in all her glovy ; vet
this philosophy never dims the perception
of the humblest reader by the glare of un-
necessm-%; words ; nor bewilders him by a
labyrinth of incidental thoughts branching
off in all directions from the central idea ;
nor chills him with the dogma of an inex-
orable fate pursuing its stern way in heart-
less disvegard of the agonies caused by its
march ; nor petrifies him with the doetrine
that he must steel Ins heart against all the
natural feelings of humanity, and treat with
stoical indiffercnce the sensibilities rf his
soul, as things beneath the notice of the
true philosopher. No; it does none of these
things, and yet it vetains its place as the
most profoundly philosophical book in the
libraries of the world. 1t deals with hu-
‘manity as a fact, with suffering as a reality,
with the feelings of the body and the sensi-
bilities of the soul as things to be tenderly
regarded, with the desire of deliverance
from grief as proper and praiseworthy, and
with hope, as no dreamy shadow which
only tantalises the spirit, but as a blessed
certainty, a Divine magnet intended to at-
tract the quivering heart of itself, a minds-
tering angel sent from the regions of pure
love to dry the tears of the mourners and

to cheer the footsteps of the weary,

And Jave Law read in this wonderful
boolk about orphans and widows, and home-
less strangers, and hunger and thirst, and
persecutions, and cruel slanders, and secret
enemies plotting mischief that they might
privily destroy the innocent ; and she read
about generons hearts acting the part of
fathers and husbands, about strangers
kindly cared for, abont hunger removed,
about springs of water in the burning de-
sert, about slanderers and enemies diccover-
ed, about light sown for the righteous and
