That Has Been Already Done by the
Gravenhurst Sanatorium.

8Dirli of “New Hope.”
Letter from Rev, J. Pearen,

DEAR Sin,—

At this time of the year our thoughts
turn 1o sympathy towards those less for-
tunate than ourselves. The successful
work that has been done at the Sanato-
rium at Uravenhurst for the cure of in-
cipient pulmonary consumption, and the
urgent need for help in that direction,
compels me to ask for aid from those who
wish to help one of the best of all chari-
ites, the enly institution of the kind in
Canada.

The Sanatorium, although it has only
been opened for four months, has already
proved that its work is no longer an ex-
periment. Up to the present time 45
patients have been received, representing
every part of the Province, espeeiully
from the low area of western Ontario,
represenv¥ing all classes of society—edi-
tors, ministers, business men, servants,
mechanios, stidents, clerks and others.
[n almost avery ease, it can be said, that
remarkable progress has been made, A
number have been discharged by the
Medical Superintendent, cureal, or with
the disease arrested, so that work may be
resumaed.

Great Imprevement In Patients.

(Uue of the indications of improvement
in the patients, which might be noted,
1s the encouraging fact that 42 out of 45
nave shewn o decided increase in weight.
About twenty patients have gained from
.5 to 28 pounds during the short time of
heir stay, and one young man dis-
‘harged a month ago as cured, raturned
o his work in the city with an imcreased
velght of 45 pounds.
