and by their vote authorizing the
caretaking of the pauper class at the
expense of the counties, is known to
be growing in public favor.

If them popular sentiment and
Christian charity favor the establish-
ment of such institutions in other
places, there seems no good reason-
able excuse why the poor of the
County of Grey shou!d not be egual-
1y well provided for, instead of being
allowed to beg from door to door, or
starve on the miserable pittance al-
lowed them by municipal councils
and public charity, granted at the
expense of ouly a few, and perhaps
that few the least able, but fortun-
ately for the sufferer the most chari-
table portion of the community.

spare compartments in the Poor-
house for such gentry. Bat to those
whose only crimes are povarty and
infirmity, it seems harsh in the ex-
treme, to huddle them in jail with
all kinds of criminals. Intelligent
discussion on the subject would be in
erder now.
