While a boy bugler in England's
Fifth Lancers has been rewarded for °
his pluck at the battle of Elands-
laagte, there is one boy whose grit
in England’s Crimean War imade him
a name that has lasted even to this
day.-

This boy, whose name was Thomas
Eeep, went with the English army to
the heights of Alma, preserving the

most undaunted demeanor through-
out the battle. Shot and shell fell
about him like hail; but, notwith-

standing the weariness of the day,
present dangers or the borrid sight,

the boy's heart beat with tender-
ness toward the wounded, Instead g
of going into a tent to take care of JFS
bimself after the battle, he was seen :

-gon Raid, a Dutchman named Marais, | venturing his life for the good of his

comirades stlepping carefuily overone
body after another, collecting all the
broken muskets he counld find, and
| making a fire in the night to pro-
cure hot water. He made tea for
the sufferers, and saved the life of & -~
Sergeant and several of the private
soldiers who were lying nearly ex-
waat. At Balaklava,
again, he assisted the wounded. He
did his duty by day aond worked in
the trenches by night, taking but lht-
tle rest. At Inkermano he was sur-
rounded by Russians about 20 min-
and, to use his own words
“thought it was ail over with him.
H: received one shot, which passed
through his coat and out at the leg of
his trousers, but he was unhuart. He
bhelped, with all the bravery of a man,
to gel in the wounded. He waited on
the doclor when extracting the shot
from the men, and on the men be-
fore and after, Some of the wonnd-
ed say they would nol have been
alive now had it not been for this
boy's wunwearied watchfulness and
kindoness in their hours of belpless-
ness.
