THE REFERENDUM.

Rev. J.O'Neill, of Paisley, addressed
a fairly large audience in the Town
Hall Friday night last. His theme
was a discussion of the Liquor Act of
1902 and the Referendum. The audi-
ence expected something in the line of
Temperance, but in this we may fairly
say they were doomed to disappoint-
ment, as the whole address from first
to last was more of a plea for the Ross
Government than any thing else we
can compare it to. Those who read
the Globe about the time the Refer-
endum idea was hit upon got the whole
thing then.

It was not Mr, O'Neils intention to
condemn the Government nor was he
going to plead that the Referendum
was perfect.
