The British Parliament c&n abolish
any Iinstitution in the country —the
throne, the church, the courts of jus-
tice—and can ever extinguish itself.
“It can do anything,” said Lord Palm-
erston when Prime Minister, “‘but turn
a man into a woman or a woman into
& man.” EBut, adds a writer in The
Grand Mazine, it is often unable to
“make sense” of the statutes in which

it embodies its anthority.

One of the ludicrous enactments- 1o
be found in acts of Parliament is the
statute for the rebuilding of Chelms-
ford Jail. The biil as originally drafted
provided that prisoners should be ¢on-
fined in the old jail until the new one
was bulilt. But in commitiee a clause
was added to the effect that the new
prison should be constrocted our of the
materials of the old, and the bill be-
came a law before anybody detected
this glaring absurdity.
