Shakespeare was survived by
his wife, his two daughters and a
sister, and members of his family
occupied both his birthplace and
the home of his last days for manv
vears, New Place was the home of
his daughter Susanna until her
death, but was sold by her daugh-
ter Elizabeth before 1667, and was
subseguently torn down, On the
land whieh adjoins this home the
Shakespeare memorial baildine
noow stands, and here -P:l.l.‘:'-"- vEeanr.

The house which was his birth-
place, and by him begueathed to
nis sister JH:II'I. was owned and =
cupied by his eollatoral descend-
ants until 1806, when it passed
from their hands. Fortvy vears latep
it was purchased for the corpora-

tion of Stratford, to be kept for

all time as the most sacred shrine
of the Jring

Anae Hathawav's home also re-
namned in the hands of deseend-

ants ol the Hathaway familyv until
the 19th eentury, when it, too, was
taken over for the beneflit of the
publie, so that the quaint, thateh-
covered cottage of Shakespeare’s
early sweetheart and wife is now
also  a pieturesgne memorial of
him who Jonson said “was not of
an age, but for all time.”
