WITH FLAME-THROWERS

A pulp'and paper eompany, pro=
dueing 150,000 tons of paper annual-
v, disteibules between five and six
mullion dollars each vear in the
community in whieh it may be lo-
cated, says Dr. Clifton D. Howe,
Dean, Faculty of Forestry, Univer-
ity of Toronto,

At least a half dozen such com-
panies are forming new centres of
industry in the more remote dis-
triets of Canada, Farming commun=
ities are growing up around them,
stores and shops are being estab-
lished, railway traffic of all Kinds is
being stimulated, . The people in
such communibies are prosperous,
happy ang contented. The pulp and
paser companies are accomplish-
ing more than any other agent, not
even excepling mining companies,
in building up and stabilizing busi-
ness in the proneering communities
across the Dominion, Their farlure
would bring very great economie
distress. Yet thev will not go on;
they cannot go on with their pres-
ent volume of business unless their
pulpwood 15 more effeetively pro-
teeted from  destruction by forest
tires than has been the ease in the
past.

A pulp and paper company, pro-
dueing 150,000 tons of newsprint in
A vear, makes in each working day
enough paper 1in a strip a fool wide

CANADA NEEDS MORE PUBLICITY

(Mail and Empire)

Canada seems to need more pub-
lieily in Europe, in Great Britain as
well as on this continent. Premier
Ferguson, in an interview cabled
from London, says that most of the
unfriendly eriticism of Canada in
the British press arises ({rom Lhe
lack of proper publicity. When he
picks up a lirst-class English paper,

he finds a page devoted to foreign |

and Dominion affairs, but only a few
paragraphs relate to Canada, and
the financial pages often carry only
meagre information aboul Canadian
malters, He savs that he intends to
look further into the reason for this
situation. .

Mr. M. P. Fennel, director of
trade and transportation for the har-
bor of Montreal, who has returned
from a sixteen months’ tour of the
chief ports of Europe, says thal he
was well received everywhere, but
was impressed with the paucity of
information about the St. Lawrence
and the port of Montreal. Grain
importers  complained that they
could not buy grain direet from
Canada execept from one firm, and
that practically all grain had to
be purchased through New York
houses, He believed that Canada,
being now the chiel granary of the
world, should market its own grain
and thal it should not be necessary
for buyers in England to send their
orders to the United States. Mr.
Fennell might have added that the
time 15 ripe for such a change, be-
cause the United States is nol or
will soon cease to be an exporter of
wheat., He believes that Canada
should perfect a svstem of publieity
whieh would dissipate the “pessim-
ism now existent in Europe econ-
cerning Canada.”

These are matters which the De<
partment of Trade and Commerce at
Ottawa would have found out for
itsell long ago if it had been alive
to the needs of the country,
