‘While hardiness in fruits is im-
portant in all parts of Canada, it is
not much thought about where the
climate is mil says W. T. Ma-
coun, Domiion Horticulturist. There
is a very large part of Canada, how-
ever, where hardiness is the chief
consideration, and the varieties to
be grown must be carefully selected
if they are to withstand the very
severe winters.

iinvestigations conducted by the
Doeminion Experimental Farms show
that among apples, the best and most
reliable to plant, except on the
prairies or other places where it s
coldest, are Yellow Transparent,
Melba, Duchess of ﬂldenhurﬁ’h,
Wealthy and MclIntosh. For the
prairies, those most likely to suc-
ceed are Hibernal, Blushed Calville,
Anisette, Charlamoff, Patten and
Lowland Raspberry.

The hardiest and best plums are
among the improved varieties of the
native, American and hybrid plums.
Some of the mosl satisfactory in
Fastern Canada are Cheney, Omaha,
Elliott, Emerald and Waneta, and
for the prairies, Cheney, Assini-
boine, Mammoth, Pembina, Sapa,
Opata, Tom Thumb and Champa,
The latter is called a cherry, bul
it is more plum-like. There are no
really hardy cherries of good gquality,
