Sale of Land for Tax Arrears

At the last session of the Ontario
Legislature @ new bill entitled: “An:
Act Respecting Municipal Taxation”
was presented. but withdrawn.
There was one clause in the pro-
posed bill which commends itself
to our judgment and which we|
would like to see embodied in a
statutory emactment at the next
session. It is to give power to the
officers of local municipalities to
sell land for taxes which have fallen

I'nder the present law {aere are
hat five municipalities in  Bruce |
Countv that have the power to con- |
duct their own sale of lands for ar-
rears of taxes, namely, the five
towns of Kincardine, Walkerton,
Wiarton. Southampton and Chesley. |
Properties falling in arrears of
taxeg for three years in all other
municipalities are advertised for
sale by the county treasurer, who
sells the lands at the advertised date
unless the owner of the properly
pays all arrears before the date o;
sale. It is surelv a biased mind
that could see why towns have any
preference over villages and town-
ships should be denied the right of
sale of such lands. Such sal2s can
be made more economically
