ACTION TO STOP ABUSES
OF OLD AGE PENSIONS ACT

We have printed editorial after
editorial drawing the atiention of
the readers to the abuses of old aje
pensions in some rural sections of
the Province through the mistaken
generosity or the venality of local
pensions boards. Much credit is due
to local newspapers in different
parts of the Province which first
reported these abuses. These local
newspapers pointed out that the re-
sponsibility lay with county council-
lors, who were often members of
local pensions boards, and awarded
pensions generously to strengthen
their chances of re-election to the
council. We are glad to note that
Hon. Mr. Martin, acting for the
Government, has grasped this abuse
with a firm hand, and that he is
introducing changes in the system
under which the provincial commis-
sion will become responsible for all
decisions regarding old age pensions.

Some people may raise the old
cry of ceniralization, but it is quite
. bvious that in this instance at least
too much local autonomy has prov-
en unsound and wasteful. The sys-
tem of old age pensions is defensible
on humane considerations. Men and
women who have played their part
as worthy citizens, and are without
means in their old age, should be
assisted by the state, but it is noth-
ing less than an outrags against
the taxpayers in such a time as the
present that well-to-do men and
women should permit their aged
parcats to depend on the public
treasury for their continwed exist-
ence. It bears repeating that the
action of the Federal Government
in assuming 75 per cent of the cost
of old age pensions will save the
Provincial Treasury about $1,500,-
000, and the municipalities of the
Province approximately $500,000 a
year.~Toronto Mail and Empire.

Army, native of Durham, and student
in internatiorial affairs, when he ad-
dressed the Women's League of Nations
Soclety at the Centrel YW.C.A, and
reported by the Toronto Mail and Em-
pire.

In a two-hour talk on present condi-
tions he held that the world today was
strangled by tariff walls which pre-
vented liquidation of debts, that trade
was life, that Japan was heir to “Ho-
henszollern militarigm”; that Russia
in her non-aggression pacts had made
the - greatest contribution to world
peace in the last quarter of a century.

At several periods during his address
he spoke vehemently of the “palsied
hands of New York and French bank-
ing"”: he took vigorous exception to
the Puritan intolerance of TUnited
States society and critized the nation
for its smugness and bombast. He said
that if France had her way, Germany
and Cermans would be dead.

“Hideous Past”

The world as a whole did not escape
his criticism. It was bound to the wheels
of the hideous past, he said. Trade was
spelled as tariffs. There were, however,
a few signs of hope. Britain had a bal-
anced budget; Russia had concentrated,
on raw materials and was ready to
trade with the world, Germany 'stood
prepared to set her manufacturing in-
dustrial machine to work—-at the pres-
ent time she was not permitted to do
so. He added: “France and the United
States are threatened with suffocation
under the weight of their gold”

Of France, especially, he had much
to say. “This nation is bound to the
wheel of its own national vanity,” he
announced. “France refuses to believe
that modern life is passing from a na-
tional to a planetary stage. The nation
will consent to any measure of disarm-
ament but it will never consent to an
equality of armaments with a rehabil-
itated Germany,”

Canada did not quite get free of cri-
ticism. Col. Hunter believed that Can-
ada was “catching” the Puritan intol-
erance of the United States; it was
“too close” to escape it completely. He
also added: “Canadians do not seem
to appreciate Russia as a market. The
nation must be at peace with and

It is

Inﬂurnlly very thin, was minted in 1872,

and is one of a single 50,000 issue,

Following Mr. McFadyen's collection,

on Wednesday we received an interest-

letter from Mr. E. J. McGirr at
Oshawa. He, too, Has some interest-
ing coins, but we shall let him tell it
in his own manner. He says:

“I have been much interested in the
articles which you have been running
this past two weeks on old coins. While
I was overseas I made a hobby of col-
lecting coins and have coins over al-
most every European nation and some
of rather ancient vintage.

“Two coins which may recall strange
memories to you yourself, are a 20c
coin of the Straits Settlements, and a
silver coin about the same size labelled
“Kwang-tung Province 1 mace and 44
candareens”, I picked these up from
Australian or New Zealand troops.

1 have the political history of France
and England for the past century In
coins. Besides these are coins of
Austria, Germany, Italy, Spain, Portu-
gal, Greece, Belgium, Egypt, Nether-
lands and Denmark. I have three lead
pennies issued by Germany during the
war one on herself, one on Poland, and
one on Belgium. I have also an Ar-
gentine coin picked up in England.

Among the oldest of my coins is an
Austrian or Bulgarian krone dated 1811.
It may have been issued by Napoleon.
Another still older is an English penny
of the reign of George Il dated M30.
That should be particularly interesting
to us just now as England jn 1730 was
just recovering from the worst de-
pression she had ever known to that
time—the failure of the South Sea
Company. This was about the first
wild-cat joint stock company in exist-
ence, but it has raised a large family.

“The most interesting coin of the
whole collection is one about the size
of a half penny which I picked up
while going through the ruins of a
shell-battered chateau in northern
France, but just where I have forgot-
ten. On one side is the fleur-de-lys
surrounded with this legend “Double
Tourno 1034 On the other side is a
head and the letters CVCN.LTH.CD.
LB.ROS.S. I do not know what any of
it means but the date is most interest-
ing. William the Congueror was not
yet born when that coin was struck—
almost 00 years ago. I have never had
the coin valued but I have a hunch
