WHERE 15 THE PROFIT?

What does the farmer gain by sac-
rificing his hogs acd selling his
| grain? In the first place, he obtains
n> market prices for his
| grain, which might, or might not,
have been obtained had the grain
been fed to hogs. Secondiy, he saves
the labor of feeding the hogs. Third-
ly, he has less risk, and less capital
invested. Against this, ne has in-
curred a heavy loss by disposing of
his stock on a glntted market. He
still has the labor of cleaning the
grain and teaming it to market. He
has lost the sale of a numoper of pro
ducts which the hogs could probably
utilize. He has sold a lot of valuable
fertility, the absence of which will
lessen his next crop, and hence in-
crease the cost of production. He
has placed himself in a position
where he can’t take advantage of the
high prices for finished hogs which
seem certain to prevail woen the
present excitement has burned itself
out; and, after all, he is not absolute-
ly certain that he got any more for
his grain thauo if be had fed it to his
hogs. This last point culls for fur-
ther consideration.

SOME IMPORTANT FIGURES.

Duaring the past two years the
@ntario Agricultural College has col.
lected some very valuable data re-
garding the prices realized for feeds
consumed by hogs. Part of the hogs
wera fed at the College, and part
were fed by farmers in different parts
of the Province. The experiments
deal with the food consumed by 297
hogs, aggregating 56,718 pounds
when sold, or an average weight of
190.9 pounds each. A variety of
foods was used comprising barley,

We must
also remember that the grain waa fed
as it came from the threshing ma-
chine, and the price obtained for un-
cleaned grain by feediog it to these
pigs, should certainly leave a com-
fortable margin of profit to the
farmer.

LET Us CONSIDER.

The points touched upon would
bear amplification, but perhaps
enough has been said to set someone
thinking. Let it be understood,
ho-vever, that there i no attempt to
dictute to the farmer. Every farmer
must be his own judpge as to what is
the best course for him to pursue,
and the farmer who finds himseli
compelied to sacrifice his stock iz de-
serving of sympathy, But let those
with feed on hand take very carefunl
counsel with themselves, and thor-
oughly consider all the features of
the situation before deciding upon a
line of action. ILet our action be
governed by sane deliberation, and
let us do all in our power to stem
the disastrous tide of panic which
appears to threaten.
