This impatience was caused, T think, by the statisties of
conversions to Christianity which are so freely quoted from
pulpits and platforms at home. 1 qnulr_i not sympathize with
what seemed to me like record hunting in the canvass of souls
and it reminded me unpleasantly of the champions of rival
parties al an eleetion, who go from house Lo house s{u]]cllmg
voles and adding up results. Since I have come to India, how-
over. and have seen something of the work of the Scotlish and
other missions [ have formed a very different ympression of t.hpm
than | ever received in England. In India I never hear mention
of those figures of conversions, nor have [ vet seen in the mis-
sionary work any trace of that tendency Lo measure SuUccess by
the counting of heads. On the other hand I have seen some Very
wonderful examples of lives inspired by the love of God and
devoted whole=heartedly to the serviee of man.

In a speech to his constituents on
Saturday, Premier Drury outlined
his plans for the future. He expecls
to come back with a majority, but
if he comes back with a minority
though with the largest group he
will seek support from any other
group that will supporl him. He did
not say what course he would lake
if Mr. Hay had the largest group. bul
he left no doubt as to his anfipathy
toward the Conservative party. Un-
der no circumstances would he sup-
port Hon, Howard Ferguson.

One would think it his duty to sup-
port Mr. Ferguson so long as  Mr.

CLEVER BEAVERS

Tlhe beaver is elever; there is no
doubt of it. This story, which Mr.
<amuel A, Derieux tells in the Am-
orican Magazine, ought to set any
naturalist right who has ever under-
vialued the little animal's intelli-
Eenee,

The beavers of the Bronz Zoo in-
hahit a heautiful spot with a little
lake where they have a dam and @
house that they have built them-
selves. They work in unison; two
cul down a tree and drag it to the
dam: two others are engaged in ac-

fual construction; and one or {wo|
more. the bricklayers or plasterers, |

daub the chinks with mud.

Now the space allotted to them al
the zoo is large; they occupy 4
whole valley. The only sign of cajp:-
tivity is the fence that surrounds
(he lake and the valley: the fenee 13
of iron stakes and is set in a conerele

<0 that the animals cannot dig under
it. At the end of the lake grows @
jarge oak tree, near which the fence
rins.  There heecause of the roots ol
(he tree the conerete was not poured
vory deep: the massive rools seemed
sufficient to keep the beavers from
coing far underground.

How {he ereatures chose thal one
weak spot no one knows. i must
have (aken them weeks to dig their
tunnel, Starting at the shore of Lhe

| lake. they dug to the roots of the

tree and then through them. there-
by dodging the conerete, The tunnel
came up ten feet on the other side
of the inclosure,

All of the animals escaped bul one,
and therein perhaps lies the su-
preme mystery of the whole inel-
dent. Why did they leave him? One
{hing is certain. By staying behind
he concealed the escape of the ot h-
ors.  Beavers seldom appear all at
onee: the keepers would see this one
and think that the others were neab
by. Moreover, he made many (racks
in the mud and ate a good deal of
the corn with which they are fed.

The keepers knew nothing aboul
(he eseape until reports came in
from the botannical gardens, a mile
awayv, that beavers were culling

down valuable trees, Then they
discovered that only one beaver was

left —and he had been left as a blind!
