which grow in the beds of rivers.
Each shell lies embedded in a stream
with its mouth slightly open point-
ing in the same direction, which is

that from which the waler flows, A
thick hook with a rounded end of a
peculiar form is used for fishing.
These are dragged slowly along the
bed of the stream. When a hook
opens the open mouth of a mussel it
at once closes upon it and is dragged
from its bed to the surface of the
waler. The mussels are then opened
and searched for pearls, The pearls
fished up in this way in America are
worth millions of dollars. The shells
are used for making the famil.ar
pearl buttons we wear on our cloth-
