Tried to Blow Up Mafeking.

London, Nov., 24.—The Times this
morning publishes the following de-
spatches from its war correspondents ;

Mafeking, by way of Magalapye,
vov. 21.—~The Investment ol the town
is very close. The garrison 18 con-
stantly harassed by the besiezers’
fire. The water supply was failing,
and dysentery was ovcurring as loug
ago as Nov. 8th.

The Boers direct the fire of their big
guns at the hospital and women's
lpnager at the monasiery. One shell
struck an inmate of the woumen's
laager on Nov. 4th.

Tie encmy unsuccessfully tried to
hiow up the town with dynamite, The
explosive went off prematurely, kill-
ing many BHoers. A reconnaissancee by
Major Godling on Nov. Tth led 10 a
hot and prolonged fusilade. One kog-
lishman was wounded, but the British
lost heavily In horses and cattle.

Again on Nov. Sth the enemy shelled
the hospital, killing a patient. Col.
Baden-Powell sent o m?uagﬂ for the
fifth time, demanding immunity for
the Red Cross, and threatening re-
prisnls. Gen. Cronje deferred his
nnswer.

Gen. Cronje answered Col. Baden-
Towell's remonstrance against liring
an the Red Cross, saying he fired on
the convent becnuse it was occupjed
by the British. He made no reply
regarding his firing on the hospital
and the women's laager. His explan-
ation was a lie. There is no military
oceupation of the convent, as he was
told before hostilities. »
