Some Interesting Documents.

The Crown did not use the elfects
found on the prisoners at the time
of their arrest as evidenea, but some
details of them arpe Interesting, and
g0 to confirm the idea that the men
are Fenlans. John Nolin's effects are
the most Interesting. They include
his certificate oi nataralization as
an American citizen. dated Mapeh
=Tth. 1894, at Washington, D. (.
A good deal of private correspond-
ence with friends in Dublin and else-
where was also Tound. and certifi-
cates of membership in  some [rish
society, known euphemistically as
the Amalgamated Soclety of Engin-
eers, form aa interesting part of his
belongings. In  this society Nolin
was known as No. 93 in the Dublin
branch, and No. 90 in the New York
branch. The Dublin secretary's ad-
dress is given as 14 Berkelay street
and Terrace place, Brooklyn, in New
York. Nolin was paid up to a recent
date in both branches. There Is an
undated little note to Nolin from
the New York secretary, J. A. Sher-
man, saying he 18 sending him a
book of rules, for which will
not charge him, nlthtm!h the
price is ten cents. This it le book
is I brilllant green, but the constitu-
tiom Is of the average kind.
