Awful Effect of Shelllng.

Throughout the city the demolishel
houses and hundreds of killed gave
evidsnre of how vastly more ellective
had been the forelgn shell fire within
the walls of th? ecity than the Chi-
nes: bombardment of the foreign set-
tlement, which, lasting for o month,
had killd only a dozen Iﬂﬂnp-ll'. The
Viceroy had constructad in the pal
ace vard two comfortable and impene-
trable bomb prools, excavations gunrd-
ed by sand bags buk thr common peo-
p'e were less fortunate, Many wo-
wen amd children were Iying dead in
the streets torn terribly by shrap-

London, &Eopé. S.—Accounta from
Pekin describe the wid enthusiasm
which marked the meeting between
the besieged forelgners and thelr
rellevers. The men and women cheer-
ed and shook handa with the ofll-
cers, soldiers, eamp followers — in
[act, anybody who accompanied the
allies. The lood supply had not [ailed,
though the peop.e in the Legations
had to eat horseflesh. The Tsung-li-
Yamen promised to supp.y them with
food, but only sent a [ew melons.
When asked for fresh meat, the Chin-
ese officials replled that a state of
war existed, and it was, therefore,
impossible to grant the request.

The Chinese pushed their attacks
fiendishly. Placards were posted
throughout the eity deciaring that
the lorelgners must be exterminat-
ed In five days. It was only the cow-
ardice of the Chinese, who feared to
meet the forelgners in a hand-to-
hand fight, which prevented Lheir
suecess. The body of Baron von Ket-
teler. the German Minkster, WS
fomnd in a native cofflin, under a heap

The)
would not take the trouble to drag
them out of the streets or even cover
them with matting, but tramp-d
them andor foot withont bothering to
turn aside.

The Work of Loollng.

Most remarkable of nll the sights
was the looting of the city., The mid-
dle of the place was like an ant hill
kirke open. Chinese swarmed every-
where, thousands and thousands of
tltem diving into the Tlames of the
purning shops, getting under [lall-
Ing walls and into choklng clouds of
amike. Most of thi»m were half
naked, grimy with smoke and some
dripping with blood. They preyved
upo: one another. A Chinese appear-
ing with a prize, fighting his way,
othwer Chinese sprang upon him and
elutchad his plunder. They rolled
among the corpscs, pu'ling and tear-
Ing, whi'® children belng trampled
dowin, eried for help, and the mob
poured right over them.

Robbery Everywhere.

The panlac:s, the mint, the pawn
shops, th® stores ol silks, furs and
Jewelry were the first ol jocta of at-
tack. Near the middle of the ecity was
th® most prosp.rous pawn shop, an
institution that had probably ex-

isted for centurles. Wealthy Chin- |

ese  were arcustome:d to store
thrlr winter c'olhing there for safe
keeping. When the doors were bat-
tered down the mob [lowed in like a
tidal wave, In a twinkling all was
pandemoniuvm. Two forees collided in
the gateway, a rush llne of Chinese
strugg'lag to enter and another line
Aghting to get out with great arm-
fals of loot,-whil® an occasional sol-
dler went throngh the crowd. The
Wwotlng flonrshad for thrie days. On
the [irst day it was entirely oanre-
strained, ny witte people ae-
cumulated stacks of goods by slmply
standing at the city gates and hold-
ing up the best Chinese from
sb end'ess procession that flowed out.
Packs, carts, racks, coollss loaded

of sand close to tihe spot where
he was murdered, showing that the
Tsong-ll-Yamen's story that it had
been carefly deposited in a house
was [alse.

One of the woret things was the
sthocking desecration of the foreign
cemetery outside the west wall. The
details are too revoiting for publica-
tion. Every day detais of Uhinese
atrocities accumulate, showing that
oniy the severest punishment that
wi.l be felt by the whole people will
be adequate. The consensus of
opinion I8 that un‘ess the lmperial
city 1s ragsad and the palhce des-
troved, the Chinese are llkely to in-
terpret the forbearance of the al-

| lies as weakness.

WILL COMMAND IN CHINA.

-

lNustrious Carcer of Count Walder-
see, Who Leads Allied Armles.

Court Waldersee, who has been
chosenn by the alliad nations to sa-
preme command of the armies oper-
' ating in China, s 68 years old, and
hag been an offlcer In the German
army ever slnce he was 18 years old,
In 1864, fourtaen years later, he
participated in the Prussian-Danish
war. His extraordinarr ability at-
tracted the attention of King William,

. brother, Prizee Karl, in whose stafl
he served durlag the openiog of the
Prussian-Austrian war in 1266. This
war gave him an opportunity Lo study
Moltke's tacticrs, when he was detail-
ad to the genera! staff, whose chief
' was the great strategist. :
In 1870 Count Waldersce was sen
to Paris as ar attach? to the em-
bassy. The reports which he sent to
Ils Govercment previous to (he war,
embodying his views how to [light
the Frarch army, were ol such cor-
rectniess and eminent judgment that
he was mada an adjutant to the royal
headgquartars. [In this capacity he
showed his great krowledge of men
and his fino tact, whan the kiug or-
dered him to accompany the army of
Prirce Frederick Karl. This position
was very precarious, for the reason
that a comparatively young officer

whose well-known
recklessness the k wantad tocurb,

came acting Imperial ambassedor. In
the followlng year he commanded a
cavalry regiment, became chiel of the
Tenth Army Corps general stall and
in 1881 was made amsistant of Moltke,
with the rank of a quartermaster-
general. In this responsible position he

who appolntad him adjutant to hia,

served for seven years, until Aug. 10th,
1848, when he succeeded his great mas-
ter as chief of the army’s general stafl.

In th's capacity he beeame the coun-
sellor of His Majsty In high militar
matters, but a dissension soon [ol-
lowad, which kept the ecount away
from Berlin. Th» Emperor, however,
saw fit to correct his attitude, and has
sinee shown his unlimited appreciation
of the great and, withal, so modest
soldiar. In 1803 Count Von Waldersee
was elevated to the front rank of a
field marshal, and was the reciplent
of high honor, when, on April 2Tth of
this year, he celebrated the [fiftieth
anniversary of his connectlion with the
Army .

Wherever he went, whatever he un-
dertook, his men were with him. Ami-
abtle and kind, totally free of personal
vanity toward high or low, he is the
idol of his fellow officers and his men.
In th> field he demands much, but he
knows how to get It without spoiling
the ever-present wlillingness ol his
scoldiers,

This
state of affalrs ls not conlined to
Shanghal, for every Torelgn commun-
ity 18 in the same comndition In a
greater or less degree. A gentleman
of good standing at one ol the open
ports told me that he did not know
of any unmarried merchant /lving a®
that port that did not keep a Jap-
anese or Chinese woman.
