It
appears that a horse train left Roode-
hoogte and proceeded for some dis-
tance, when the sentinels of theen-
gine discerned some Boers in am-
bugh., The horse train backed to a
siding, and the pilot notified the en-
gine deivzr of an armored train, who
started forward at onee.

The Boers evidently thought the
armored train was the horse train
returning, and allowed it to come
withun close range before opening fire.
Then the armored train sent in hot
fusillades on the Boers, who fled in
greal haste.

Hon, William »t. John brodrick, Sec-
retary of siate for War, eaid he had
heard it said that I nglshmen were o
figiting race. 1 hey might be, he said,
by pature, bul it Was only accident
that made them o military nation.

Referring to the lessons of the war,

Mr. Brodrick gnld that it was evident
that in the British army more inul-
viduality and independence WiLs
wanted among the men.

It was a question between the vol-

pntary and compulsory systems, He
adnered to the former, under which
140,000 men had offered themselves
for the WATr. Compulsion would,
therefore, be like applying the spur
to a willing horse, and wouald be dis-
astrous. The Government could not
hope to get rid of Luropean entangle-
ments, It could not ghut out the
possibility of having to despateh
forces to defend the British posscs-
gions abroad.

Mr. DBrodrick then entered into de-

tails concerning the proposed reor-
ganizgation of the army. He said that
the object of the Government in di-
viding the country into six districls
was to centralize the responelbility
and decentralize the administration.
Three army corps, to be entirely com-
posed of regulars, would be stationed
nt Allershot, SBalisbury, and in Ire-
land. The other three army corps, to
inciuage GO battalions of militia and
volunteers would be stationed at Col-
chester, York and Edinburgh. The
Government, in addition, proposed Lo
raise eight battalions for garrison
duty from men aboul to enter the re-
serve, to establish n reserve militia,
and ralse a force of 45,000 Yeomanry,
to be armed with ghort rifles and
bavonets,

der this secheme would be 126,500
men, at A cosl of €2.000 000, and
40,000 additional trainmd volunteers.
sr. Brodrick also sald it was pro-
posed that officers herealter should
e able to procure their uniforms at
Government egtablishments at cost
price. Dealing with War Office re-
form, Mr. DBrodrick insisted  that
there must be hearly co-operation
between the Commander-in-Chiel and
the Secretary of State for War, and
he aeked that a committee bhe ap-
