London, July 12.-The mnext two
months of the war in South Africa
—~July aml August—are expected to
prot2 cruclal. If operations do not
durlng this period take a decided
turn, it I8 quite possible that they
may flicker on for another year.

Clothing Is what the Boers stand
most In neerl of. They have ample
food—there 13 not the remotest pos-
sibility of ever starving them out—
and thelr supply of ammunition,
while not excessive, is ample for their

Immediate needs.

Lord Kitchener's views that further
relnforcements are unnecessary are
ghared by every one conversant with
the situatlon.

Mearwkile the civil administration,
wkich was eftablished by Lord Milner,
is belng carried on in his absence, and
1o eorrect 0 misapprehension, it may

nE well be stated that the vast ma jor-
ity of his appointments are perman-
ent,

The area In which civil government
can be earrled on is not likely to be
extended yet to any great extent,
but the districts in which “protec-
tion” |l# guarantesl by the military
authorities are being slowly enlarged
by extending the mileage radius from
each garrison post. '

Regport From Kliltchener.

London, July 12.—Lord Kitchener
Bent o message to the War Olfice to-
day, explaining his lailure to report
the engagement between 240 of his
scouts and 400 of the enemy near
Warm Baths early last month. He
says that the Boers were command-
jed by Pretorius, not by Beyers, as
had been stated in the press. He
eontends that it would be impossible
to send an account of each action,
oewing to their number. The officer
commanding the Warm Baths en-
Eagement gave the correspondents
“a rather glowing account” of the
action. In conclusion, Lord Kitch-
‘ener says: “I do not approve of the
inclination to magnify every unim-
portant skirmish into a Britlsh vie-
‘tory that exists in the press, and al-

hough I find it diffieult to con-

rol this, I certainly do not en-
Ir1‘.'.1||:n1.1ﬂlgl:e it in any way."

Boers Captured a 7-Pounder.

London, July 12.—\ de tech from
Lord Kitchener Lo the War Office,
under to-day's date, states that a
post of the South Alrican Constab-
wlary at Houtkop, northwest of Ver-
eeniging, was attacked by the Boers
Yesterday. The enemy succeeded in
capturing an oid T-pounder, but
were f[inally repulsed. The British
loss was three killed and seven
wounded.

Lord Methuen was engaged east
o Zeerust on July 5th. He captured
d8 Boers, a quantity, of ammunition,
eattle and wagons, The British lost

Bwo wounded and the Boers three
killed. '

Boer Signallers Caught.

Bloemfonteln, July 12.—During the

Rimington's Scouts quietly suor-
rounded and stormed the position,
whereupon the Boers surrendered
without firing a shot. Two helio-
graphs were also captured.’

London, July 15.—"“General Broad-
wood,"” says a despatch to the Daily
News from Bloemlonteln, “surprised
Reitz due east of Lindley at dawn
last Thursday, July 11th. He took
29 prisoners, including Gen. A. P.
Glonwe, and Gen. Wessels, Com-
mandant Dwaal, First Cornet Steyn
(President Steyn's brother), Thos.
Braln, Secretary of Government,
and Roches Devilliers, Secrelary of
the Council. Steyn himself lled with-
out coat or boots. Gen. DeWet Is
believed to have been present.”

London, July 14.—The War Oflice
has received the following Jdespatch
from Lord Kitchener, dated at Pre-
taria :

“Broadwood’'s Brigade surprised
Reitz, capiuring Steyn’s brother and
others. Steyn himsell escaped In
his ehirt sleeves with one other
man only. The so-called “Orange
Kiver Government' and papars were
captured.”

The Eloemfontein correspondant
of the News describes Gen. DBroad-
wood's capture of Reitz as n mark-
ed success, His troops made a fore-
ed march, and surprised Lhe town
at dawn last Tuoesday. ;

Lord Kitchener also reports that
Scheeper's commando burned the
public buildings in Muorraysburg,
Cape Colony, and some farm houses
in the vicindy. '

According to farther advices from
Lord Kitchener, columns under Col.
Featherstone and Col. Dixon bhave
reached Zeerust, Western Trans-
vaal. They met with opposition and
made some captures. ‘The British
casualties were one olficer killed
and three officers and =4 men
wounded.

Cradock, Cape Colony, July 14.— Jo-
hannes Coetzee, caunght with Marals,
the rebel, who was hanged July 10th
at Middleburg, was publicly executed
for treason in Cradock on Friday.

Two Defeats for the Boers.

Pretorla, July 14.—General Methaen
had a successiul engagement with the
Boers on July 6th northeast ol Zee-
rust, in the Transvaal colony. Four
Bozra were killel and forty-seven cap-
turad.

The Boers daringly attempted to
rai'l a cattle ranch flear here. They
were driven off with loss, gun buttg
being wsed in the encounter.

Mrs. Schalkburger a Prisoner.

London, July 14.—The Sun {8 [n-
formed that Mrs. Schalkburger, wile
of the acting President, bhas been
raptured near Waterval, In the
Transvaal, and sent as a prisoner of
war to Pretoria. The Sun's Inform-
ant sayes the military authorities at-
tachh great importance to this cap-
ture.

Fever and Uverwork.
London, July 15.—<General Baden-
Powell, the Times announces, is sul-
fering from overwork and fever, and
his medical advisers in South Africa
have ordered him to take complete
rest and to proceed to England.

Lord Methuen FPralsed.

Of the Generals now In South Afl-
rica Lord Methuen is most highiy
commended by officers serving un-
der him. He [s described as one of
tlie moet energetic and resourcelul
Generals at the [ront. Instead ol com-
plaining of the harsh eriticlsm to
which he was subjected, he has re-
mained in service and displayed un-
tiring industry and gallantry.

Medicines for the Boers.

Halifax, N. 8., July 14.—The steam-
er Oruro, leaving this port to-mor-
row [or Bermuda, will take a large
quantity of stores from the War
Departmeut for the Boers Imprison-

In the course of his examination at
police headquarters Jensen confessed
that he assaulted Jessie Kioport and
also said that he stabbed another
woman last night near the end of the
University Park car line.

This morning the dead body of Mrs.

Mr. Hursey, Chief of Provincial
Police, this afternoon made the
statement that the authorities were
determined that law and order
must prevall, and that people who
are interested might as well under-
stand this firet as last,

The statement is made unoffici-
ally -that, if farther trouble vecurs,
o gunboat will be sent for from Ee-
quimaunit, and a naval patrol es
tabllshed to disarm everyhody con
nected with the strike.
