Effort to Crush Out Canadian
Organizations.

MAY LEAD TO LABOR FEUD.

Qoite a liutter of excitement has
been caused in labor clrcles all over
the Dominion by the recent actlion
of the Trades and Labor Congress
of Capada at s anuual meeting at
Ber!in.

The pational or Canadian bodies
<ave up to the present been recog-
elzed a# genuine labor organizations,
amd admitted to the Trades and
Labor Congress, which luxly In some
Instances gave them being through
the charter 1ssuxl by its officers, and
have also been admitted to the local
Orades Councifs,

Recentlv the Ameriean Federation
of Labor has displayed great activity
fu the Dominion, especially in the
enstern provinees, and there has been
more or less friction in consequence.
A number of the locals chartered by
It have refused to recognlze the
Capadian congress. These loeal or-

nizations have also organiscd

ades Counclle, and in at least one
Instance, at Charlottetown, P. E. L.,
the council 80 formcd has refused to
recognize a local labor organization
holding a charter from the Trades
and Labor Congrese of Canada. The
execulive ol that province reported
te congress, protesting against
Trades Counci's being chartered by
oatslde bodies,

By the action of the Trades (on-
gresa at Berlin all these purely
Canadian bodies in trades where
loternationa! organizations exist
are reflused recognition as genuine
labor organizations, even although
In some cases at all events, they
were the pioneer organizations in
Canada. This policy was adopted
By the majority, composed of re-

anhead of them.

cikdent whieh resu.ted
ol Louls Glraml, one of the aeronauts

presentatives of iotermational eor-
ganizations, In an endeavor appar-
ently to erush out the C(Ca n
organizations as such or to force
them to identifly themselves with
the international organisations.

Many of the advocates of the
change contend that the clause of
the constitution exeluding these
bodies from the congress also ap-
plies to the local Trades and Labor
Councils. If this contention be up-
held by the councils it will in al-
most every city and town result in
the exelgsion of organpizations
which have hitherto been recogniz-
ed as members.

In Toronto the Longshoremen's
Union may be taken as an illustra-

\ tion. Owing to local conditions this

union contends it eanonot with ad-
vantage affiliate with t(he Inter-
natiogal Longshoremen's Union or
with the Freight Handlers’ organ-
ization in the west. A movement is
on foot to exclude this union [rom
the Toronio Trades Council, to-
gether with other loecal organiza-
tions coming under the ban of the
CONngress,

DOUKHOBORS ALL RIGHT

Statement by Immigration
Commissioner Smith.

THEY ARE NOT DESTITUTE

Winnipeg. Sept. 29.—The reports of
destitution among the Doukhobors
are nbsolutely false, according to the
statements of Mr. J. Obed Smith,
immigration commissioner, who says

" The Doukhobors are not destitute,
aml will not need help this winter.
They never have obtaipned any food
from the Government. ‘They never
have got aoy special privileges or
aselstapce from the Government.
That a few of them in certain vil-
Inges have turned loose their cattie

under the influence of a [fanatic
preacher is quite true, as it is also
true that nont of them eat meat,
bnt they have a perfect right to be
vegetarians if they wish, and also to
quit ueing beasts of burden. That
this diet is good enough to sustain
them in the hardest work is shown
by the fact that they are well liked
as laborers, working the long houars
required as sectionmen without being
used up by it. We have each year
requests from farmers to ecnd the
same Dookhobors to them as they
had last year. Theee very rillng‘eui
from which they bhave driven cattle
are building three floar mills this
year, and so far from being in want
they have two years' subsist2pce
It is sensatlonal re-
ports which are dolng the most harm
to those people. They are all right
il left alone, and are golng on quietly
homesteading and falling into the

ways of the psople. All that is wrong

with them is fear They have been
g0 perscculed that they are afraid
to sign a paper or il in any legal
document, but they are getting over
Lhis algo.”

COAL STRIKE DYING
~ IN MURDEROUS RIOT

Strikers Defy All Law and Chaos
Reigns.

Early End of the Trouble.

Wilkesbarre, Pa., Sept. 20.—Gover-
nor Stone this morning ordered out
the Thirteenth regiment, of Seran-
ton, to suppress the lawlessnzss of

the coal strikers in Lackawanna

county.
His action is the result of an ap-

peal last pight from Sheriff Schadt,
who declared that he was powerless
to stem the tide of mob violence,
which wag rising hour by hour.

The troops will reach here shortly
after daybreak, and serious trouble
i4 looked for on their arrival.

When Sheriff Schadt firet asked for

troops Governor Stone told him to
organize a posse [rom the citizens
Schadt repiled that he esald not and
that he must have the troops.

The call for troopa followed a day
of wild excitement—a day of run-
ning fighte, of bloodshed, of sieges
to houses where women and little
¢hildren cowered in corners, while
men, whoee only offence was that
they wanted to earn bread for their
gtarving ones, stood their ground in
the shadow by the windows, with
loaded Winchesters at their shoul-
ders.

Strikers Enraged.

All day loog and into the night
the rage of the minera burst, now
here, now there,

Innocent men were felled. Others
were lelt lTor dead in the streets.
Workmen were attacked, houses
stoned and company officers held up.
In desperation, alter laboring sinco
midoight Sanday to quell the disturb-
ances, the Sherill issued o proclam-
ation calling upon the strikers to
disperse and preserve order.

For an hour t1his was elfective, but
at the time the workers were re-
turping home, between six and seven
o'clock lasy npight, the riot burst
forth again and raged more fiercely
than before

Workers were stoned, clubbed and
beaten.

A mob aitacked the Raymond col-
liery and washery, ripped down the
stockade and broke the steam pipes.
A traln of workmen being taken from
one place to another was fired upon
with revolvers and stoned.

Attacks were made on the Saylor-
ville collieries amd the steam pipes
were blown up with dyamnite.

At Prlceburg, several deputies were
fired upon while trying to disperse a
mob and returned the fire. One man
wag 80 geverely injured that he may
diey
