Gill I8 now sixty-two years old, for
he wae thrirty-three when he was
sent to prison for life alter his eon-
viction ip 1874 of the killing of Mar-
tin Sallivan, with whom he had a
sudden (uarrel. Brother Jerome
knew Gill, and relatives of both were
friends. Ten vears ago the lay bro-
ther began his efforts for the release
of Gill. The prisoner had been a
lithographic printer and an expert
workman, amnd he had always borne
a good reputation.

Representations were made to Gov-
ernor Odell that the act of Gill was
due to an uscontrollable fit of an-
ger and that bhe had already been
punished enough. The pardon was
Efanted, and yesterday morning Gill
was informed that Brother Jerome
had come fpr him. He recelved more
than $200 from the State, a new
sult of clothes, and an overcoat. As
he emerged [rom the tirand Central
Station Gill's eyes rested on the
elevated railroad Hpur, on whiech a
train wae in motion.

Ottawa, Nov. o.—Ernest  Cashel,
who murdered a rancher named |s-

15th, would probably never
have been convicted had it not heen
for the skill and ingenmuity of the
Northwest Mounted Police, and es-
e ally Co_ glable Pinnycuick Cashel
committed forgery and stole a horse
near Wetaskiwin Jast Uclober. He
Wiy arrested pear Pinoka, but made
his escape by Jnmping off a irain.
Efforta were made to locate him,
and finally he was traced to Anthra-
cite, where he was arrested and
brought to Calgary. About the time
that Cashel committed the forgery,
Ur soon alterwards, Isanc R. Belt
disappeared from his ranch, situat-
=l 38 miles east of Lacombe, on the
Bouth side of the Red I'ver River.
Bome articles found on Cashel when
arredted, were believed to have he-
longesl to Belt. The former W iLe
Aent to Manitoba Penitentiary, and
in the meantime efforts to discover
what had happened to Belt went on.
The Red Deer River was dragged
and Belt's body brought to light.
It was clear that he had been mur-
dered. Step by gtep the crime wawy
traced home to Cashel, who was
shown to have Blopped at Belt's
house and to have gone off wearing
the dead man's clothes, riding his
pony. The argument was advanced
that the body found was not that
of Belt, but it was proved beyond a
doubt that the remains taken from
the river had the same peculiar e-
formity of one foot that Belt had.
