The large accommailation ladder was
torn from its fastenings, carried the
whole length of the ship and, striking
the bridge, severely injured the caplain,
mate and quartermaster, and then was
carried  overboard, The smokestack,
which tovpled over, was lashed up with
great diflieulty, and the Pallanza, un-
able to retwrn to Hamburg, owing tn
1th_n fury of the gale, put inte St
Alichsel’s, Azores, for repairs,
