Mr. Fisher's Position.

“Mr. Fisher states that, so far as
his interference related in any
way to polities, it was not to give
the new regiment a political color,
but 1o guard against that vary
evil, which, ‘he had reason to beljeve,
was one of the caunses of fallure of
some previous efforte 1o maintain ef-
licient military organizations in the
eastern  townships. He interfered,
not to have the regiment officered
by his own political friends, but to
e that eapable military men of all
Folitical colors reeeived as far as
Fossible equal + consideration. That
ho did not seek to give his own pol-
itical eolor to the regiment is abun-
dantly evidenced by the fact that
of elghteen names submitted in the
list only ono was struck out by
bim, and by the further fact that a
majority of the gentlemen chosen for
commiasions with his approval arao
his political opponents. In the easoe
of the pentleman particularly men-
tioned by Lord Dundonald as hav-
ing been  objected to, It lias Ybeen
&lrown fthat he had never been in any
way connected with the militia, and
therefore, was not regarded as n
suitable person to have the rank of
major, and that Mr. Fishoer recom-
mended for the place another gen-
tieman, who was also a politieal op-

“It should be added that at the
time of dealing with that fartien-
lar case, as set forth by Lord Twin-
donald, Mr. Fisher was not acting
merely as a Minister specially  in-
teresied in the Eastern Townghip af-
fairs, although hig Pogition .wouldg
tave given him an undoubted right
to advise. He was acling for and
with the authority of the Ministep
of Militia, who was absant froms tha
capital, and therefore his petjion had
all the foree and authority o ac-
tion by the responsible head of the
Department of Militia and Defence.

The Proper Courss Negleoted,

“In view cf those lacts it is diffi-
cult to reach any other conclnsion
Lthian that the action taken by My
Fisher war entirely within his right
and duty as a Cabinet Minisier, and
entirely in the interest of a Non-par-
Lisan militia service. It is of import-
anee 1o observe that the list from
wideh ore name was struck was
comp.eted by the approval of His Ex-
cellerey  the Governor-General, on
Lher 180 of May. At that time the
Minister of Militia had returped to
Lhe capital, ard was in daily at-
tendanee in e office, while Lord
Dundenald was in similar attendanee
in hig office in the! same baildine.
