PRACTICAL ST'RYVEY.

The reizn of Hezekiah was in-marked
eontrast to that of his father Ahaz. The
hatter had ecourted foreiem alliance,
sriocted altars Lo atrange «ols M every
corper of Jerusalem, discontinued the
temple worshbip, and allowed litter and
filth to aceomulate and defile the na-
tional sanctuary,

The temple eleansed. Hezekiah revivesl
the worship of Jehovah and led a thor-
oungh reformation among s people.
Fhis invelved: 1. A radieal depirture
from the powerful preeedent of a fa-
ther's example 2, A decided stand
arainst the laxity of the court amd the
corruption of the times. 1. A recorni-
tiom of a wise principle of stateamanship
that fellowship with God is the most
important concern of a mtion. 4. The
immediate and deliberate choice to pro-
mote a revival of true relizion. (v. 10).
5. Practical work on his own part, op-
ening and repairing the doors of the
temple, and securing others to eo-oper-
ate with him. In sixteen days report
was made to the King that the temple,
the altar and all the vessels were eleans-
ed and ready for use. In this connection
we note that: 1. A bad father cannot
determine the character of his son. The
grossness of the father’s sins may be an
effectual warning to the children.

CRISIS IN FRANCE,

Resignation of Gen. Andre, Minister of
War.

I'aris, XNov., 21.—The officia]l announce
ment is made of the resignation of Gen.
Andre, the War Minister, and the nom-
mation of M., Henry Maurie Berteaux,
member of the <hamber of Deputies,
tromn the Versailles division of the Seine-
Et-Oise, to succeed him The choice of
M Berteaux to be Minister of Var
evokes no enthusiasm, as he is not a
saldier, and his selection breaks the re-
cent tradition regarding the choice of a
military head of the war administra-
fion :

This change in the Ministfy is the
enlmination of fierce as<aults upon the
administration of the War Offiee. and
the Chamber of Deputies has been the
seene of frequent wild disorders, includ-
ing the recent personal assanlt upsn
Gen. Andre. A suecession of duels.
evineed the bitterness which was felt
Gen. Andre decided to resign this momn-
ing, and immediately despatched a let-
ter to Premier Combes, asserting that
the attacks against the War Office were
merely a deviee of enemies of the Gov-
ernment to undermine the republie.

The opposition te the - Ministry hail
the resignation of Gen. Andre as a great
victory, which will speedily lead to the
fall of the ‘entire Ministry. Reports
were circulated to-night that Mm. Pella-
tan. Rouviere and Aruejouls are also
likelv to resiom the portfolios of the
Ministries of Marine. Finance and Pub-
lie Works respectively, but ther were
not eonfirmed. Conservative opinion is
that the Cabinet will be =
by the removal of the chief source of
the present disrord and weakness.

The Founder of the Catholic College at
Washington Recants,

New  York, Nov. 21.—The Marquise
deg Monstiers Merinville, formerly Miss
Mary Gwendolin Caldwell, who  gave
$300,000 to found the divinity college
of the Roman Catholic university at
Washington, has repudiated that faith.

MUST NOT TEACH SCHOOL

They Are Properly Qualified
Teachers,

Unless

Toronto, Nov. 2).—That the meinbers
of the Christinn Brothers eannot teach
school without being properly qualified,
and holding certificates, as required by
the public school act, is the effect of a
judgment delivered yesterday by the
vourt of Appeal. The Chaistian DBroth
ers had apenled angainst a judgment of
Mr, Justice MacMahon, which judgment
is affirmed and the appeal dismissed,

This case had attracted considerable
public interest recemtly. A ratepayer
uamed Gratton of Ottawa, applied to
the courts for an injunction against the
Ottawa Loman Catholic separate sehowl
trusiees to prevent the latier from en-
tering into a contract for the employ-
ment of certain teachers in the sepurave
schools and from erecting buildings: of
a cortiain character, The trial Judge
held that the trustees were not jusii-
fied in entering into a contract - with
these teachers, on scveral grounds, am
ong them that the Loard were not :jat-
tified in employving persons who, had
not passed the examinations and obtain-
ed eertificates, as yequired by the oub-
lie echool aet. The trustees argued that
the persons whom it was- proposed to
employ were members of a community
who had been engaged in teachipg le-
fore the passing of the.
