gedly pushes haw way upward till he at-
tadns his end, There is ever a supply
of new immigrants coming, from which
the lower ranks ean be recruited. The
clothing trades are, however, not the
omly career into which the Jew haa en-
tered. He has come into every field of
effort. and in every field of effort he is
meeting with almost startling succeas.
The poverty of the ghettos in cities
on this side is no index to the true
state of the people. These are largely
inhabited by recent arrivals, the former

residents having moved into pleasanter |

An-
other renson is that they are a cultured
race with intellectual as well as commer-

Frederick the Great of Prussia often
told a laughable story of an experience
of his own. During one of his cam-
padgns in Silesia he made it his habit
to stroll through his camp in disgulse at
night to come In touch with his soldiers.
