Seat Lowered as a Bucket in Low-
ered Into Well.

Possibly the lowa woman who was
one of the joint inventors of a fire
escape once tried to slide down the old-
fashioned and primitive rope escape and
realized the erying need for an improve-
ment.

WEIGHT OF THE BRAIN.

Its Relationship te Mentality Not a
Certain Quality.
Professor Frederick W. Mott, lectur-

ing before the Institution of
H:Lt Britaiu u.‘q‘h Brain,"

al

said
that alt in 88 cent. of the
cases in W the braius of great men
had been weighed the weight itself
above the average, brain weight itself
did not always mean brain quality.
Referring to the relative brain weights
of Caucasian men and women, Profes-
sor Mott said that the female brain
had a good start, weighting nearly 114
ounces more than the male brain at
birth. In adult life, however, the aver-
age man’s brain weighed about 514
ounces more than the womaun's. The
average weight of the European male
brain was 2 pounds 15 oumces 9 drams
and of the female brain 2 pounds 10
ounces 11 drams. Among savages there
was not this difference, since in the
struggle for existence the female had to
apply her brain as fully as the male,
hence it has developed at practically
the same rate.
