IVORY FROM SIBERIA,

Found Buried in Mud of Rivers and
in Great Northern Swamps,

Discussing the production of jvory,
Yiadimir Fedoreff, of st l'i.'f.v.‘rrihlil'#.
Russia, said ‘Siberia furnishes a large
quantity of ivery to the markets of the
world, but that the production of ji be-
longs to another age and to a species of
animal thit does not now exjst.
The-fvory is eut from the tusks of
mastodones, whose skeletons are found
frozen in masses of ice or buried in the
mud of Siberian rivers and swam ps. The
northern portion of the country abounds
in extensive bogs which arve called ur-
mans. In these are found the tusks of
the mastodon, from which it is inferred
these animals lost their lives venturing
upofh a surface that would not bear
their weight.

Even to wild animals these urmans are
forbidden ground. The nimble stepping
broad hoofed reindeer can sometimes
cross them safely in the summer time,
but most other large animals attempt.
g to do se would guickly be engulfed,
and this may be a partial explanation of
the remains of the mammoth and the
rhinoceros which are so abundant apd
B0 widely diffused through these nortl.
ern marsh lands of Siberia,

In tiu-_ museum at Tobelsk are numer-
ous specimens of mammoth and ihmuglh
out that region they are by no means
rare. When an ice pack breaks down a
river bank or floods tear up a frozey
marsh or the summer thaw penetrates
a little more deeply than usua into the
ground some of these antediluviag M-
slers are likely to be exposed,
