When the earl fell and his followers
woere proscribed Robin Hood took to the
woods and supported himself by slaying
the wild animals four® in the forest and
by levying a species of blackmail on
passengers along the great road which
united London and Berwick. This con-
tinued for about twenty mounths, from
April, 1322, to December, 1323, when he
fell into the king's power, who for
some unknown reason not only pardoned
him but gave him a place at court. Any-
how, a man of the name of Robyn Hode
was a ‘vadlet’ of the king in 1324,
