played at night, and the fascination
of the play causes time to be forgotten
so that hours which should be given to
sleep are speul in that which leaves
the blood fevered and nerves unstrung.
Such practices cannot go on for long
without underminiong the constitution,
no matter how steong the same may
be,
Nor is this all. The moral nature
I8 demoralized by the creation of fulse
ideas of value. Where the stakes be-
come at all heavy—and in but few
cases are they kept within anything
like moderate limits—the rapid change
of piles of coin from one to another
causes earniogs in wages or salary to
seem 50 small by comparson that a
distate for honest labor as a means of
making a livelihood is developed, and
then the victim is in a fair wayto
ulter ruin.

Vigorous action, such »s has been
taken at Oshawa, would do much to
clear up the moral atmosphere of a
good many places, and might, by
causing others than those directly iu-

terested Lo reflect and see where they
aredrifting, be the means of prevent-
