ANTI-BLASPHEMING LAWS.

English Clergymen and Secularists
Start Campaign,

Recent prosecutions under the
existing English Jaws aganist blas-
phemy have resulted in a concerted
movement for their repeal on the
ground that they are archaic and
unfair,

A meeting to this end was held
recently in Essex Hall, London,
the traditional home of religious
freedom in England, which was the
scene of a similar meeting in 1824.
It was attended by many clergy-
men and prominent secularists, who
all joined in denouncing the laws
and demanding their abolition. A
resolution urged their early repeal,
asserting that they were ‘‘fero.
cious”’ and ““inhuman,”” and an in-
fringement of the great principles
of civil and religious liberty,
Copeland Bowie, who declared he
spoke as a sincere friend of reli.
gion, denocunced these existing anti-
blasphemy etatutes because of the
unjust discrimination in their en-
forcement. He said that if a fellow
of an Oxford college, a distinguish-
ed member of Parliament, or an
eminent literary*mén cared to blas-
pheme in learned and foreible lan-
guage, there was little chance of
his being prosecuted and imprison-
ed, but if a workingman at the
etreet eorner or in a public park
gave expression to the same ideas
in erude or foolish language he was
haled before a court and f requently
sentenced to a considerable term of
lmprisonment,
