There dre several between-season
lulls every year when fresh fruits
are not at their best. In the late
autumn there is & period when
peaches, grapes and pears have
passed their prime and oranges,
grapefruit, apples and nuts have
not yet reached theirs. Then the
]mu_ukqe:;mr and cook must put
their wits to work to give their
mennus flavors. Preserved ginger
helps solve the problem, so far as
desserts are concerned.

Ginger cream is one of the good
things to make with this car.died
fruit. The ingredients needed for
it are a cupful of milk and a cup-
ful of cream, half an ounce of gela-
tine, the yolks of three eggs, two
ounces of sugar, a little lemon jelly,
two ounces of candied or preserv-
ed ginger, some diced candied
fruits, and half a gill of ginger
syrup.

If you use preserved ginger drain
off the liquid in which it is pre-
served. If you use candied ginger
soak 1t for half an hour in just
enough water to cover it, and then
simmer 1t gently for 15 minutes,
Drain and use this syrup and use
the drained ginger where candied
or preserved ginger is called for.
