views without being unfair or uffens-
ive to his opponents, and long after

other and yoneger men had luid aside
the strenuosities of life, Malcolm was
in the field and had a good grasp of
curre nt events, He had a remarkable
memory and knew more thap any oth-
er one map, the antecedents of the
highland residents of South Grey.

In 1009 we made use of his wonder-
ful memory in taking from his dicta-
tion a ** Political History of South
Grey.” What we wrote then is appli-
cable to-day: ‘' these records he
brought forth from the storehouse of
his mind, sitting reflectively looking
into the past and eyidently recalling
every incident in its original setling
and we could, it seemed, have secured
had it heen necessary, the color of the
neckties or the style of the hats of Lhe
politicians of fifty yeurs ago,"

Mr McPhee was born in Tapull, Ard-
meannach, parish of Kilfinchin and
Kilvickeowan, Island of Mull, on the
estate of Chief MacLean of Lockbaie,
This was nearly on the track of Rob-
ert Bruce's voyage from the island ol
Skye on his expedition to redeem
Scotland from the chains of Edward
I, in the spring of 1307, These locali-

Fire Inspector’s Report
e — il
An interesting though not yery sat-
isfactory report reached us last week,
the report of Norman R. Wilson, In-
spector (. F, W. A,

1t begins by giving population of the
town as 1708, gives its location, assess-
ad value, its Fire Limit by-law, its En-
gine, water supply, character of the
dwellings &ec., &-.

After giving a full list of Appliances
he gives the result of his Tests, whick
we reproduce, followed by ** General
Remarks on Deficiencies " which is not
pleasant reading :

A mwan was sent by the Mayor to
ring the fire bell at 9.42 a. m. Bell
rung at D 48 a, m. Two teams arriyed
at fire hall .44 a. m. Engine drawn
out 9.48. Fire lighted 9.44. Engine
was taken to the pumping station on
the creek on Garafraxa Street south
of Sadler Street. Steam pressure 100
lbs, at 9.57. Pumping started 10.00
. m. through one line of 200 feet with
7-8ths inch nozzle, pressures being 756
Ibs, steam and 110 lbs. water., Pump-
ing had just started with two lines of
200 feet, when one of the pamp valves
gaye way, and the bolt from it eame
through one of the lines and blocked
up the nozs'e The tes’, therefore had
to be stopped.

Storage of coal wil, erude oil. ete,,
etc — There are no by-laws regulating
the storage of these substances ; Lhe
Standard limits are five barrels for
coal oil, ete,, five gallons for erude oil,
benzine, gasoline, ete, and a by-law

shuuld be adopted in accordance there-
with.

Steam fire engine is an old one and
of yery much too small a capacity.
There should be one of not less than
800 Iwperial gallons per minute, The
result of the test was yery unsatisfacs
tory and the state of the engine show-
ed that it is not properly locked after,
As on the efficiency of the engine de-
pends the whole protection of the
town, there should be a fully paid en-
gineer stationed in the Hre hall day
and night to look after it and keep 1t
in proper order,

Hose.—The amount of hose in ssr-
vice 15 1,206 ft. There should be not
less than 1,600 ft.

Hose crying tower.—The old hose
drying tower was blown down some
years ago and has never beea replaced
the hose being dried on sloping racks,
Such & method is very detrimental to
the hose and does not allow of its be.
ing properly dried, A hose dryiog
tower of not less than 55 [t in keight
below the suspenders should be built,

Hook and ladder truck.—The long-
est ladder carried is 35 feer, which is
too short ; one should be provided of
suflicient length tu caable the firemen
to get immediately and easily on top
of the roofs of the highest mereantile
buildings.

Chemical fire extinguishers.—None
in service. Four of 3 gallone capacity
should be procured immediately, kept
fully charged and carried on a small
hand cart, which appliance should be
the first to respond to every alarm of
tire.

Winter runners should be provided
for all wheeled appliances,

Brigade should consist of not less
thah 20 mewun, in addition te whom
there should be a steamer engineer
and assistant. The engineer should
be a tully paid man, without ether
duties and statiened in the fire hall by
day and night. '

Alarm bell,—The present bell is very
inconveniently situated at the top of
the hill, There should be a bell for
fire purpesas ooly, located in the town
somewherc on Garalraxa Street, in the
neighborhood of the bridge oyer the
riger. The bell should bhe automat!c
in action, Alarm s claimed frem the
steam whistle as the Cemeut Works
and Furniture Factory, neither of
whish, hewever, were blown at the
time of test.
