On Wednesday, 18th October, after
a long life of 97 years, the above gen.
tleman passed away at the home of his
son John, at Rocky Saugeen. To him
as unto few, was given length of days,
yet was their strength not ‘‘labor and
sorrow ' for we learn from his family
that rarely was a doctor scen at hus
door,

Deceased was born in Scotland in the
far-gone yecar of 1819 and in 1831 left
Glasgow for Canada with his mother
and brother and sisters to join his fath-
er who had preceded them by a few
years. A great tragedy mect them on
reaching Brockville for while on the
ocean, the husband and father was
killed by an accident and widow and
children had to make their way alone,
While in Ernckvill;:- Alexander learned
the trade of millwright which he fol-
lowed when they later moved to Guelph,
He built mills in several parts of the
country and rented the Rocky mill
42 years ago, later buying it,

While in Brockville he married a Migs
